The present Agreement is signed as |

lwo copies on 5 (five) pages in Georgian,
Ukrainian and English. Both copies of the
Agreement shall be of equal validity. The
Agreement has been delivered as one copy for
each Party. Term of the Agreement may be
extended, taking into account the cooperation
results.

4.2 The Parties shall be entitled to terminate the
present Cooperation Agreement. by notification
to the other party in writing thereof not less than
three months in advance.

4.3 Amendments, modifications or additions 10
the present Agreement shall be valid if drawn up
in writing and signed by both Parties.

5.1 The Parties shall be released from liability
for partial or full failure to comply with
obligations laid down in the Agreement. where
this s the result of the force majeure
circumstances. As force majeure circumstances
shall be recognized the ¢ircumstances arising
bevond control and responsibility of the Parties,
such  as  natural  disasters.  flood. fire.
carthquakes,  war.  strikes and  other
circumstances bevond control of the Parties. as
well as the decisions of national authorities or
superior institutions or action, which precludes
performance of the provisions of the Agreement.
if these ecircumstances have originated during
validity of the Agreement. and i’ none of the
Parties has predicted and could predict the
occurrence thereof, The term for performance of
the Agreement shall be extended for the time of
presence of force majeure circumstances. as well
as. upon understanding between the Parties, for
the time period that would allow full compliance
with the obligations laid down in the Agreement.
The Party. which compliance with obligations
laid down in the Agreement is prevented by
force majeure. as soon as possible shall notify
the other Party of the beginning and cessation of
this period.

5.2 During implementation of the present
Cooperation Agreement each of the Parties shall
act in accordance with the laws and regulations
in force in their country.

5.3 Disputes and conflicts arising due to the
present Agreement, the Parties shall resolve via
direct negotiations.
